This letter is to inform you that all eighth grade students in Davenport Schools are in the process of completing a 

career exploration and planning unit in their Language Arts class with the final product being a four year plan 

academic/career plan.  It is an Iowa Department of Education requirement that all 8
th

 grade students in Iowa use 

the web based program www.ihaveaplaniowa.gov (IHAPI) to complete their academic/career plan.  Your 

student will complete the 8
th
 grade “Guideway”, a six step process that guides students through a series of interest 

surveys that help your student learn more about what types of careers they might be best suited.  This web based 

program provides a wealth of information on the world of work, educational preparation, and life planning. Your 

student has created a portfolio that they can access from any computer with internet access.  Please ask your child to 

show you their portfolio and discuss their academic/career plan with them.  If you do not have internet access, please 

consider using your public library or ask to use a computer where your student attends school.  Your involvement is 

critical to support your child in achieving their academic and career goals.   

 

The Department of Education also requires that a parent/guardian review and approve the 

academic/career plan.   Students may change their mind at any time on their academic/career plan – that is natural 

and expected.  Students may also change or add a career cluster of interest to their portfolio.  The plan gives students a 

place to start their journey of postsecondary options and career exploration. Your approval does not “lock” the student 

into this plan, but instead provides documentation that you have discussed the plan with your student and that there is 

a thoughtful process into the selection of high school courses as they relate to their future plans.  Students will review 

their plans annually with their guidance counselor or advisor as they move through high school.

When your student completes their 8
th
 Grade Guideway, a letter is automatically generated through the web based 

program and sent to the email address your student has entered as your email address. This letter contains instructions 

on how to access your student’s portfolio.  The State recognizes that not all families have internet access.  For that 

reason, every Davenport 8
th
 grade student will bring home this letter along with a printed copy of their 

academic/career plan.  You are welcome to use the www.ihaveaplaniowa.gov system to approve your students plan, 

but the District is asking that you sign the printed copy your student brings home along with his letter, and return that 

to school to keep on file.  Keeping a copy of this plan on file is a state law.
